CONTENT
Includes all required information for the presentation. Material clearly relates to author.  Uses a variety of sources.
Includes most parts of the information for the presentation.  Items are related to author.  Uses a variety of sources.
 Information is missing necessary parts for the presentation.  Items may be repeated so as to fill space.
Information presented is unrelated to author, or confusing. Did not follow task, and presentation is incomplete.

DEVELOPMENT of

Presentation
Contains all 6 (or more) slides.  Items are relevant to topic/author; project is enhanced by all material chosen.
Contains 6 slides; most items chosen are relevant to the topic/author.
Contains less than 6 slides; some items chosen were irrelevant to topic/author. 
Contained 3 or less slides; Incomplete, or items chosen were unnecessary.

CREATIVITY
Very original presentation.  Captures audience’s attention & holds on to it!
Some originality is shown; Uses a variety of visuals/PowerPoint aspects.
Little or no variation.  

Material is 

“just there”.
Repetitive with very little variation.

Insufficient effort to capture audience’s attention.

SPEAKING

SKILLS
Clear articulation; proper volume; steady rate; speaks with enthusiasm & confidence.
Clear articulation, 

but less polished 

than a 4.
Some mumbling; uneven rate of speaking, with little or no expression.
Inaudible; rate too fast/slow; speaker seems disinterested and monotone.
