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Introduction
This lesson was devised by Parishville-Hopkinton Global Studies teacher Bryan Harmer.  The webquest that helps the students find the material was designed by Irene Sinclair the school librarian for the Title 3 grant. 
Students must develop a scrapbook that gives a summary of a nation,and a synthesized edition of current events.   

Learners 

This lesson is anchored in ninth and tenth grade Global Studies and involves the English Language Arts  standards to a degree.   This Webquest could be used in any curriculum where there is a need to get information and maps on a variety of countries. Or in a technology class where using the internet and databases for information is a key concept.

(MST 2- Information Systems)  Students will comprehend and analyze periodical articles, they will synthesize a variety of factual information into a short paper, they will evaluate maps and flags to incorporate them into their scrapbook. Finally the students will produce a creative interpretation of their nation's flag.                                               
  Process 

1.  Library/Computer Lab time is scheduled, usually there would be two class periods but majority of assignment is to be done on students own time, not class time. 

2. The first library/computer day will be the introduction of the Webquest and the site address will be given.  The rest of the time will be given to the students to do the research. 
The second day will be just research on the computers.
