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OVERVIEW
The English and social studies teachers will introduce the Civil Rights unit through a DBQ and literature.  After the hook, the students will be placed in groups and will focus on one of four topics to teach to the class.  In other words, the students are teaching this unit with extensive guidance from the two teachers.  The following are the four topics to be addressed in this unit: 1) Civil Rights: Leaders/Groups 2) Civil Rights: Protests 3) Civil Rights: Political/Trials 4) Knowledge and Appreciation is the Path to Tolerance.  The students will attain the information from books, articles, videos, and the Web.  The final presentation will include a Power Point presentation, interactive student participation, and lecture.  After all topics have been taught, the individual students will create a pamphlet that includes information taught by all four groups.

PRIOR KNOWLEDGE:

Prior to the unit but vital to this unit, the students read the book If You Come Softly by Jacqueline Woodson in English class and discussed, in groups, some questions that focused on interracial dating and the various attitudes of blacks (depending on their generations) and whites. As part of the unit, the students will view the movie Guess Who's Coming to Dinner and compare it to the book.  Although this activity is not the thrust of the unit, it exposes the students to several arguments that may open their eyes to issues they never knew existed. It will also provide them with a strong foundation for the study of civil rights.  

In Social Studies the students have studied the causes of slavery and the impact it has had on Blackss.  Students have read primary source documents from Uncle Tom's Cabin as well as other documents from the Civil War period. (understanding the process of attaining civil rights)

Directions:  Read through each of the questions below prior to watching the Academy Award winning movie guess who's coming to dinner.  Jot notes to the questions as you see fit.  However, do not let taking notes get in the way of enjoying this beautiful film about love, acceptance, and the self-examination of one's level of intolerance.

1. Discuss Tilly's attitude toward John Prentice.

2. What is Joanna's argument against Tilly's attitude?

3. What are some of the terms used to describe John's color?

4. Discuss what the Drayton's taught Joanna in terms of racial tolerance.

Note from your teacher: I love this powerful film.  It's continuing relevance to today is evident due to the similarities between the film and the book If You Come Softly.  Please watch it with an open mind and an open heart.  Just because it is old does not mean it is - as you would say - "lame." 

Initiating Activity Continued

PROCEDURE (Day 1):

As a hook into the unit, students will, in English, view a clip from the movie Dirty Dancing.  This clip includes the scene when Baby stands up to her father and explains to him that he has come face to face with his principles and has failed to live up to what he preaches.  After the clip, the students will discuss how simply saying you are tolerant is not enough; you must be able to show it when confronted.  In order to spark this discussion, the students will collaborate in numbered heads (One student is numbered one and the other is numbered two.  The teacher announces the task and time limit.  Number one will be the speaker and number two will be the recorder.)  The questions that number one must address are: 1) What is Baby trying to tell her father about practicing what you preach? 2) How can her words be extended to overcoming intolerance today? 

As a link to prior knowledge, students will, in Social Studies, define what Civil Rights means to them.  This will be accomplished by completing a word map with his or her partner (word maps teach the student the qualities of a definition.  Word maps encourage students to personally integrate their background knowledge with a concept). The concept will be civil rights.

As a second hook, the students will be told, "For this project, YOU will get to be the teachers! You will teach the civil rights unit it in collaborative groups."  The students will be put in their groups (determined by the teachers). The students will then be given the titles of the four topics to be taught.  Once the titles are given, the students will discuss in their groups which topic they wish to teach.  This is their first task as a group.  It is first come first serve.  The first group to come to a decision must raise their hands.  ALL students in the group must have their hands raised in order for the teachers to declare them the winners.  First group to successfully raise their hands will have first choice.  Second group to raise their hands will have the second choice.  Continue, of course, until all groups have a topic.

Once the topics have been divided, each student will be given a packet that contains three dittoes.  One ditto will include the information that must be included in the presentation.  A second ditto will contain the criteria for the Power Point presentation, and the third will be criteria for the class participation.  Yes, this part is still the hook.  They will be excited to be teachers.  

The students will examine the directions for the learning experience/project in think-pair-share. Students will independently read the criteria for the Power Point section of the presentation, the class participation criteria, and the list of sub-topics needed to be included in the presentation.  The student will then pair with a partner in his or her group to discuss. The students will then return to their groups and share their understanding of the project.

· The slide show must be printed in outline form and distributed to each member of the class.

· Use no more than three slides per minute.

· Use no font lower than twenty-four points.

· Each student should avoid turning your back to the class.

· Each student should not read the slide out loud.  Instead use it as preview or review.

· Each Student must maintain eye contact with the class

· The entire class can easily hear student.

· Student's body language does not detract from the activity.

· Student is prepared for his/her part. 

CLASS PARTICIPATION

CRITERIA

Directions:  To avoid putting students and teachers to sleep, we require that you include some form of an interactive activity (Group work, game, debate, class discussion, and movie clip with discussion, song with discussion).  What ever activity you choose, it must be approved by the teachers and must meet the criteria in the following guideline:

· The activity or activities must be interjected throughout the presentation (perhaps to supplement the first three slides, then the second three, etc.) All together, the class participation piece must be twenty minutes in length (half the presentation).
· The activity engages the entire class.
· The activity reinforces the material covered in the Power Point presentation.
· If it is a debate or discussion, the questions must provoke lively conversation.
· Discussion must be monitored using the "college" format.  (College format is conversation without raising hands.  The first person to speak gets the floor.  All others must wait their turns politely).
· This activity must be presented to the teachers in the second teacher/group conference.

· Student may glance at note cards, but may not read off them.

· Student must maintain eye contact throughout the activity.

· The entire class can easily hear student.

· Student's body language does not detract from the activity.

· Student is prepared for his/her part.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE #1 (Days 2-5)

RECIPRICAL TEACHING

During the first three days (using both English and social studies time), the students will be researching (Websites, video, and books for research are provided on the works cited page).  At the end of the three days, the group will have its first conference.  Once the research has been gathered, the group will determine how they will include class participation (two days). A second conference will then take place. The third conference will occur after they have worked on the Power Point. Because preparing for the adventure requires research and decision making, an invention rubric is used to determine how well the student groups are preparing for the presentation.  Each group is required to make three appointments with the teachers to discuss their ideas.  The group and the teachers will assess their work based on the research they have completed and the criteria from the packet. The teachers will record any comments on the appointment sheet.  The final assessment for the research/organization piece will be determined after the third appointment based on the invention rubric.  This rubric should not be a mystery to the students.  To be effective, the teachers must refer to it during all three appointments.

LEARNING EXPERIENCE #2 (Day 6 -9)

On day one, the students will learn the process of creating a Power Point presentation by following step by step instruction.  In addition, each student will be provided with a written set of steps.  This lesson will occur after the research and two conferences have been completed. The students will use the remaining days to complete the power point and practice their parts.  Each group must have the third conference sometime prior to the final presentation.

11. To insert a picture from Clip Art go to Insert then picture, then Clip Art.

12. To insert a transition go to Slide Show then slide transition.  Click on the arrow that says No Transition and select the transition of your choice, then click on Apply NOT Apply to All.

13. To change background, choose Format then background.

14. To view all slides go to View slide sorter.

15. To run the slide show, go to View slide show.

16. To print off the outline go to View, outline and then print.
