Purpose or Focus of Experience

             Making the adjustment between leaving home and going to school.

Essential Question

Will the children be able to separate from home to go to school?

Content Knowledge: Procedural

Students will respond to a morning  greeting from the teacher.

Students will bring in their parent project from home.

Students will bring in their red heart stickers.

PROCEDURE
(Chronologically ordered description of all teacher & student activities and interactions.)

1. On the first home visit before school starts, we will take a computer made booklet to introduce the child to “A Day in Pre-K.” The booklet will contain pictures of children in the daily routine of our school day. The teachers will look at the book with the child to familiarize the child with the room, activities, toys, etc.

2. A parent and child home project will be mailed to the parents before school starts.  The materials will consist of a pre-printed 6x8 paper (with a Handprint design on it that will be around the classroom on bulletin boards, name tags, and note pads) and a colored sheet of construction paper.  The parents will be asked to trace and cut out the child’s handprint.  The handprint will be applied to the pre-printed paper.  The parent will attach a picture of the parents and/or family with the handprint.  The child will be asked to bring the project to school on the first day of Pre-K to hang on a bulletin board in the classroom.

3. On the first day of school, the children will be brought to the room and will be asked to sit on the rug.  The parent projects the children bring to school will be hung on the bulletin board as they come in.  The teacher will begin by reading a story, The Kissing Hand by Audrey Penn.  There will be discussions throughout the story about going to school, missing home, doing new things, etc.  When the story is completed, the children will receive a Hershey Kiss to eat, as a kiss from us to begin school.  The children will be able to go look at their parent projects throughout the day as they want to.

4. We will end the first day of Pre-K by reviewing the story with the children. We will then send home a note for the parents, giving them a summary of the story read to the class.  A heart sticker will be sent with the note.  We will ask the parents to put the sticker on their child’s palm and give them a “kiss” on the sticker, before their child gets on the bus the next day.  If the sticker is still on their hand when they arrive at school, we will put it on their handprint on the parent project! The Kissing Hand book and cassette will be available to the children in the classroom.

INSTRUCTIONAL/ENVIRONMENTAL MODIFICATION

One-on-one assistance for the students will be provided by the teachers as needed.

Parents will be contacted to provide the parent and child home project, if it is not sent in on the first day.

TIME REQUIRED

2 days initially and ongoing

30 minutes for the home visit activity

15 – 30 minutes for the book activity
