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OVERVIEW

 
This four-week unit incorporates web page design into a unique poetry unit. Students will be exposed to twenty different types of poems, required to create a poetry anthology and participate in a poetry reading. Students will learn about alliteration, simile and metaphor, personification and descriptive language.

Students will use descriptive language in their poems, based on the criteria sheet given. 

Students will listen to several musical selections and create a Venn Diagram comparing music and Poetry
 

 Students will learn the steps involved in adding computer graphics to their poems.
Students will use computer graphics that they capture from the Internet in their poems

 Students will learn the steps in creating a web page and adding information to it
Students will add their poems to the class web page

 Students will learn what an anthology is and explore the parts of an anthology
Students will create their own poetry anthology based on the anthologies they have viewed.

· create their own stories, poems, and songs using the elements of the literature they have read and appropriate vocabulary 
· observe the conventions of grammar and usage, spelling, and punctuation.

Elementary - Listening and Reading

· read and form opinions about a variety of literary and informational texts

Students:

INITIATING ACTIVITY

 
Students will explore some web sites that have been created by other students (see attached list). The teacher will read several poems to students, each taking a different form. Students will discuss the organization of web pages and the topics that have been written about. From here the teacher will explain that students will be creating a poetry anthology. Students will be given the criteria sheet (see attached) of expectations and the criteria will be discussed. Students will also be told that they will be creating a web page, similar to those that they viewed and participate in a poetry reading. 

 
To end this lesson, the teacher will model how to write an acrostic poem using her name. Students will then write an acrostic poem using their name. This poem must focus on the positive qualities the student possesses.

The learning experiences for teaching most of the poems in this unit will follow the same format. 

 

Format

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read an example of the poem that will be taught in that group session.

Discussion-Students will share their ideas and insights about the poem.

Notetaking-Students will make a bulleted list of characteristics unique to that type of poem-these will be read by the teacher.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model- The teacher will model how to write the given type of poem while using a think aloud approach. This will make sure that students hear the specific characteristics the poem must have.

Guided Practice-Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), to create a poem given a topic generated by the teacher. 

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Share-Students can opt to read the poem they have written.

Group Check-Using a thumbs up/down signal, students will decide whether the poem followed the correct format as recorded in their notes.

Independent Practice-Students will chose a topic that they would like to write about and create a poem that fits the criteria. 

Closure-Students will review with a partner the name of the poem and the proper format. We will then discuss as a class.

 

RED POEMS

The format is as follows:

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read an example of the poem that will be taught in that group session.

Discussion-Students will share their ideas and insights about the poem.

Notetaking-Students will make a bulleted list of characteristics unique to that type of poem-these will be read by the teacher.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model- The teacher will model how identify the given type of poem while using a think aloud approach. This will make sure that students hear the specific characteristics the poem must have. The teacher will use a pile of 20 poems to sort through to find the specific type. 

Guided Practice-Students will be given a pile of poems, put on the clock (time set by teacher), and find the specific type. 

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Share-Students can opt to read the poem they have found.

Group Check-Using a thumbs up/down signal, students will decide whether the poem followed the correct format as recorded in their notes.

Closure-Students will review with a partner the name of the poem and the proper format. We will then discuss as a class.

 

Musical Expression Lesson

Objective: Students will recognize that song lyrics and poetry are very similar.

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will play a song from a CD. 

Discussion-Students will share their ideas and insights about the song.

Notetaking-Students will make a Venn Diagram that compares all they have learned about poetry to music. 

Model- The teacher will choose a musical selection from 3 or 4 songs. They will model the evaluation of the poem through a think aloud. The teacher will then record the lyrics of the song. The teacher will read the lyrics aloud. Then the teacher will evaluate the meaning of the poem and try to determine which type of poem it is. 

Guided Practice-Students will use the musical selections they have brought in and choose one song from their selections. Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), and record the lyrics of the song (depending on the length this may need to be modified to a verse). Once the lyrics are copied, students will determine which type of poem their song may be. 

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Share- Students will then share the lyrics they copied with their group, reading them aloud. 

Group Check-Using a thumbs up/down signal, students will decide whether the song followed the format the student had chosen.

Share-Two or three students will be allowed to have the section they copied played on the CD Player. This will lead into the closure. 

Closure-Students will review with a partner the similarities between poetry and music. We will then discuss as a class.

 

GREEN MINI-LESSONS

Simile

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read   A Summer Time Song.

Discussion-Students will chart similies and discuss the images that come to mind. "Why do you see those images?

Notetaking-A simile uses LIKE or AS to compare two things.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model- The teacher will model how to fill in a Literary Device T +1 Chart that will be used to track all literary devices we find. Use a chart similar to the one that follows:

Guided Practice-Students will fill in the chart using a different simile from the poem.

Model-The teacher will model how to write a simile. It is a good idea to use something that students can see, such as a paperweight.

Guided Practice-Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), to find an object in their desk that they can write a simile about and then write it. 

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Share-Students can opt to read the simile they have written.

Group Check-Using a thumbs up/down signal, students will decide whether the simile followed the correct format as recorded in their notes.

Independent Practice-Students will write a simile about an object they find in the room.

Closure-Students will review with a partner the literary device (simile) and the definition. We will then review as a whole class. 

Metaphor

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read  The Night Is A Big Black Cat.

Discussion-Discuss the images that come to mind. Why do you see those images?

Notetaking-A metaphor compares two things without using like or as. Students will then fill in the Literary Device Chart.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model-The teacher will model how to write a metaphor. It is a good idea to use something that students can see, such as chalkboard.

Guided Practice-Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), to find an object in their desk that they can write a metaphor about and then write it. 

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Students will then listen to The Moons the North Wind's Cooky. Have students listen for metaphors and then share.

Independent Practice-Students will be given a poem full of metaphors and be asked to underline all of them.

Closure-Students will share the underlined metaphors. They will be guided by the question, "What two things are being compared?"

Alliteration

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read Gopher Guts.

Discussion-Discuss the images that come to mind. 

Notetaking-Alliteration is the repetition og the beginning consonant. Students will then fill in the Literary Device Chart.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model-The teacher will choose an index card out of a stack. On these index cards will be a word/phrase such as "noisy nails." The teacher will model using a think aloud, writing a sentence using alliteration.

Guided Practice-In partners, students will choose an index card from the stack. Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), to write a sentence using alliteration.

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Independent Practice-Students will be given a different card. They will be asked to write a sentence using alliteration and then they will switch cards and examples with a partner. The partner will check to make sure that the sentence they wrote fits the literary device-alliteration.

Closure-The teacher will read the poem Ride A Purple Pelican.

Personification

Anticipatory Set-Teacher will read Personification.

Discussion-Students will share what they heard in the poem. 

Notetaking-Personification uses human characteristics and applies them to non-human objects. Students will then fill in the Literary Device Chart.

 Students who have difficulty with listening comprehension, as per IEP, will be given a handout with the notes.

Model-The teacher will choose an index card out of a stack. On these index cards will be a word such as "trees". The teacher will model using a think aloud, writing a sentence using alliteration.

Guided Practice-In partners, students will choose an index card from the stack. Students will be put on the clock (time set by teacher), to write a sentence including personification.

 Students who need assistance can work 1-1 with the teacher during this time. 

Independent Practice-Students will be given a different card. They will be asked to write a sentence using personification and then they will switch cards and examples with a partner. The partner will check to make sure that the sentence they wrote fits the literary device-personification.

Closure-The teacher will read the poem I Am An Oak.

CULMINATING PERFORMANCE 
Include rubric(s)

  The culminating performance for this unit will take three forms. First students will be asked to compile their poems and create their own poetry anthology. Once this is completed, students will be able to invite their parents to a poetry reading. At the reading, the classroom will be transformed into a coffee shop. The room will be lit only by a small reading light. Soft music will play as our guests arrive. Hot chocolate and muffins will be served. Students will read a poem they have chosen from their anthology. 

Students will also take a pencil and paper test-see Attachment #1, to test knowledge of the poems.

6. Click on the graphic or text you added, choose the LINK button in the top right. Type the web address of the page that you want to link to.

You can play around with adding music and scrolling text, animation and other features. 

To get text from a word document into your web page:

1. Create a text box in page builder…minimize window

2. Open word document

3. Highlight and copy text…minimize window

4. Maximize Yahoo Page Builder

5. Click on the clipboard in the right hand corner

6. Right click and paste the text onto the clipboard

7. Choose paste at the bottom of the box

8. Your text will appear!
