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LEARNING CONTEXT 


Purpose or Focus of Experience





 To demonstrate proficiency in drawing 2 point perspective surrealism





Connection to Standards





Standard 3-to respond critically to works of art.  Look at samples of 1,2 and 3 point perspective on my bulletin board and on the internet and see how they differ.  Decide which items are surreal and critique the creativity of the samples.  Also the students will watch their classmates produce surreal 2 point perspective cities and brainstorm ideas as they work side by side.  





Standard 2- knowing and using art materials and resources.  The students will show competence and precision in producing 2 point perspective using pencils, T squares, colored pencils and fine point black markers.  Some will use a scanner  or digital camera and a paint program to add color and graphics to their drawing.  The internet will be used to find an example of surrealism.


Essential Question


 How do I make a 2 dimensional piece of paper appear to have 3 dimensional forms on it ?


Content Knowledge: Declarative, Procedural





Declarative-1.Surrealism is weird science fiction looking art work.

Procedural- 1.  In two point perspective all lines are parallel verticals or go toward one of

PROCEDURE�(Chronologically ordered description of all teacher & student activities and interactions.)


Day 1     We look at works of art on my bulletin board and talk about how 1,2 and 3 point perspective are different.  We will discuss how surrealism and realism differ.  I will explain precision and details and complexity and  go over the rubric to be used for this project.


Day 2-3    Students follow as I demonstrate how to draw using two point perspective.  I draw a line then they draw the same line.  


Day 4     We will go over the rubric item by item and about half way through the class they try to duplicate a simple two point perspective sample that is on my wall with no help.  When they have done it correctly and precisely they are given a clean paper and begin the final drawing  .  They may refer to any of the samples on my wall and may freely brainstorm with their friends for ideas.


Day 5-15    Students continue to refer to the rubric and draw all the items that are needed.


Day1-15    Students will go to the internet in study hall or at home and find a sample of surrealism and print it out .  The artist and the name of the work of art must be shown.


Day 16      Several works done by the students will be selected to be drawn on a computer or will be photographed using the digital camera and those students will during study hall time play with a paint program to alter their works of art. 





INSTRUCTIONAL/ENVIRONMENTAL MODIFICATIONS





 	Any students who need extra help may come to the art room during study hall for extra help.  If needed I can seat gifted students next to those who need extra help during class.  I wander all period to help individual students every day.
