INITIATING ACTIVITY

The students will be asked to remember the book, Harry Potter and Sorcerer’s Stone. They will be asked to brainstorm as many experiences as they can about the book that was read to them. The book was read aloud to them during Language Arts. 

 

LEARNING EXPERIENCES
In chronological order including acquisition experiences and extending/refining 
experiences for all stated declarative and procedural knowledge.

 All these students have had the opportunity to go on the internet with supervision. The class periods are 40 minutes long, once a week. The book will be read during their class time are not during technology time. The book will be completed before this learning unit is started.

Day One- Introduce the project to the students

Hand out the packets to the students and tell them they may lose them.

Explain the packets in great detail and ask questions

Have them brainstorm what they remember about this book.

Day Two- Explain that they will go on the internet today. They will work in pairs. They will need to answer the questions on the scavenger hunt. They will need to type in the website address. We will do this together. Then they will be asked to work on their scavenger hunt about the author, J.K. Rowlings. When they are finished they will come to me to look at their paper to see how they did. I will check off if the work was completed. The website address is http://www.scholastic.com/harrypotter/jkinterview.htm.

Day Three- We will go over the scavenger hunt paper and they will correct their own papers. Then we will have a discussion of the book. The students will be asked to brainstorm as may ideas as they can about each chapter and write them in their packet. That will be the review of the chapters for the children. We will work on chapters 1-5.

Day Four- We will continue with chapters 6-13. We will write down the information that is needed to review the book. This will help if anyone was absent during the book.

Day Five- We will finish chapters 14-17. Then the children will have a brief summary about each of the chapters for future references. We will begin to discuss the next part of their packets. We will review the themes from the book. The children have a handout and they will begin to work on this during class time. The children will have to select one of two themes from the book and tell what is revealed in the book about the themes and add some of their own experiences to their writing. This will be done in a rough draft for today. They will follow their DESCRIPTIVE WRITING rubric for specific guidelines.

Day Six- The children will have to type their theme papers today during class.

Day Seven- The children will finish their theme papers today during the class. Then I will ask to have some of the students read their work to the class. We will discuss the papers. THEY WILL GE GRADED WITH THE ORAL PRESENTATION RUBRIC.

Day Eight- The students will work on their last part of the project. We will go over what is expected of them on their comparison. paper. They will begin their comparisons with a Venn Diagram. They will compare Harry Potter And The Sorcerer’s Stone and Charlie and The Chocolate Factory. They will work on their Venn Diagram and then begin to type their comparison. They will look at their COMPARE/ CONTRAST rubric for the specific guidelines.

Day Nine- The students will type their comparison paper.

Day Ten- The students will read their comparison paper and then each student is asked to comment on each paper. They need to write one warm fuzzy and one cool comment to the author. The students will all collect their comments and have a break and sit and read them. Then we will end with a reflection about the day.

Day Eleven- The students will be given a self evaluation sheet to complete and hand in with their packets and finished work. We will time to discuss the overall project and the parts they enjoyed and what they may have wanted to add to the unit. We will reflect about the project as a whole.
