                             INITIATING ACTIVITY


Using “think – pair – share” as a collaborative strategy, students will use a word

map of the word, “Entrepreneur”.  These students will apply this knowledge to prepare for a guest speaker who is an entrepreneur in our community.




             LEARNING EXPERIENCES

 
Students are to find the basis of what goes into the decision of becoming an

entrepreneur.  They will compare and contrast the rewards and risks of this form of business.  They will use an “open compare and contrast” graphic organizer.  


Using this information, in groups of two (2), students will draw a conclusion of whether or not the advantages of being an entrepreneur outweigh the disadvantages or vice-verse.  They will present this information in the form of an oral presentation to the class.  




      CULMINATING PERFORMANCE


The type of task the students will be using is known as “invention”.

TASK 1    Working in cooperative groups, students are to create their own entrepreneur 

                  business.  Students must identify what their business will offer to the 

                  consumer (product or service).

TASK 2    This entrepreneur unit must include each of the following requirements:

a. a detailed description of your product/service/business – including name,

location, web site

b. an explanation of why your product/service will be in consumer demand

c. what is your product’s  “cutting edge” – that factor which makes it different (better) than any other

d. identify what visions you have for your business – opportunities for 

advancement

e. what characteristics do you possess which will ensure the success of your

business

f. concerning employees of the business –

how many will you hire

what training/qualifications will they need

what salary range and fringe benefits will you offer

g. what type of business owner will you be  - actively involved or passively

involved

h.   students are to create two (2) advertisements for this business

TASK 3    After reading through this entrepreneurship with the cooperative group, the

                 instructor will discuss some concerns and questions she/he may have.  The

                 group will be asked to make various changes in the final project to better meet

                 the focus of the project.

TASK 4    Students will prepare the project on the computer in booklet form in                                          

                 accordance with a rubric

              TECHNOLOGY USE


Given a list of entrepreneurs, students will research an entrepreneur on the internet to accomplish the information asked for in the learning experiences.


Students will prepare the finished project in booklet form using the computer.


Students will create at least one (1) of the two (2) advertisements on the computer.


Students will research a career of interest to them on the internet using a variety

of educational web sites  (e.g.  career quest, career choices, career zone, etc.)
