Students will log on to the PCS network system, search the Internet and store data in their personal folders. Then students will transfer the data from their folders to insert in a PowerPoint slide show that they will create and save.

Students will see that the use of technology, in this case a PowerPoint slide show can be used to enhance the learning of English vocabulary words and that the same techniques and skills could be applied in any other subject where the learning of vocabulary is essential.

INITIATING ACTIVITY
 A demonstration of a PowerPoint slide show using the words from one of their vocabulary lessons will be given, the project will be explained and teams will be given time to get organized and brainstorm ideas.  

 

LEARNING EXPERIENCES

DAY 1

Show sample slideshow, give oral explanation of project and distribute PROJECT OVERVIEW handout.   see attachment #1
Have students form their vocabulary teams, assign each team a lesson and have students choose their words and brainstorm ideas.  Any number of methods to from teams can be used.  I already had vocabulary "study" teams heterogeneously formed that review their vocabulary workbook exercises. 

DAY 2

Distribute the following handouts: USING THE PCS NETWORK COMPUTER and HOW TO SAVE from the NET USING THE PCS NETWORK SYSTEM. see attachments #2 & #3
Give demonstration on the system.
DAYS 3-5

Students work independently and cooperatively outside of class or during class if time allows.

DAY 6

Give demonstration of starting PowerPoint, inserting text and pictures and saving files.

Distribute SAMPLE AND BLANK POWERPOINT SLIDES form.  see attachments  #4a & #4b  

Have students form their vocabulary teams and report/ discuss individual progress.   Select a "project coordinator" and continue their work independently and cooperatively outside of class or during class if time allows.

DAYS 7-9

Students work independently and cooperatively outside of class or during class if time allows.

DAY 10
Have students form their vocabulary teams discuss/report individual progress and continue their work independently and cooperatively outside of class or during class if time allows.

DAYS 11-14

"Project coordinator" works with team members, copies their individual slides and creates a single team slide show for all the words.

Students work independently and cooperatively outside of class or during class if time allows.

DAY 15

Presentation of PowerPoint shows and completion of GROUP WORK RUBRIC.  Class discussion of the slides and teacher intervention if definitions are inaccurate take place.

MODIFICATIONS

FINAL THOUGHTS

There were three different goals to this project.

1.  Have the students become familiar the procedure to log onto the network and using it.

2.  Introduce the students to the PowerPoint program and have them develop some beginning skills in making a PowerPoint presentation.

3.  Improve their vocabulary knowledge.

In my attachments there is a technology checklist that could be used or modified as a teacher wishes for the first 2 goals.

Assessing their vocabulary knowledge was done with their regular "end of lesson" test. 

I did some data analysis to judge the effectiveness of doing the project in terms of their test scores.

I took the vocabulary test averages for 6 classes (referred to as the control group) during the previous two school years and compared them to the PowerPoint Class's test averages.  

For vocabulary tests on lessons 15, 16, and 17, the control group average was 3.34 points higher than the PowerPoint group.  These three lessons were treated the same in class for both the Control group and the PowerPoint group. 

For vocabulary tests on lessons 18, 19, 20, the PowerPoint group higher was 2.47 points higher than the control group.  These were the three lessons that had PowerPoint shows developed by the students that were used in class prior to the tests.

Having the PowerPoint slide show to review the vocabulary was a big success.  The students were much more engaged than any other method of review that I have ever used.  What really surprised me was the discussion and suggestions that were made when the graphic wasn't very good or not even present. I had been concerned about the effectiveness of the project if slides weren't done or were confusing, but when this happened the class generated a discussion that probably served as a better review than when the graphic used was clearly on target.

Your PowerPoint presentation should contain the following 4 slides for each of the 10 vocabulary words.

SLIDE 1  -  the WORD 

SLIDE 2  -  the WORD, at least one clear                   definition and its part of speech.

SLIDE 3  -  the WORD used in a sentence that conveys the meaning of the word and a visual image related to the meaning    of the word and/or or its use in the sentence.  The visual image can be a graphic, photograph or drawing.  

SLIDE 4  -  related forms of the word and the part of speech for each related form.
Your first step will be to get your team together and decide how to divide the words from your lesson.  Each team member will be responsible for preparing the required 4 slides for each of their words.  Later you will select a PowerPoint coordinator to oversee the creation of a slide show that will combine all the slides for all the words.
