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OVERVIEW

This unit is designed to be a sequential experience for students to use the world wide web as a reference in order to create an informational page. The purpose of this unit is to direct the student from a dependent to an independent and then to a mentoring situation. The Internet will offer a myriad of graphic images to supplement the designer. The culminating experience allows the student to interact with a student from another grade or class and act a mentor to the student. An extended experience will direct the student to create an original work of art based on an art style.

There are three segments to this unit.  Prior to the unit the art student will have information about, and experience with the elements of art and the principles of design. During the unit the student will learn to gather information and graphics on the Internet, and create a page using Netscape Composer and finally, to supervise another student with this process. After this unit the student will develop an original piece of artwork based on an artist.

INITIATING ACTIVITY
A field trip to Madrid-Waddington Central School was organized.  The art class went to visit Sandy Hildreth’s G.A.T.E. Lab. The class arrived at approximately 9:10 am and were instructed by Mrs. Hildreth until 10:40. The instruction included how to log onto the Madrid-Waddington web site, how to access the M-W Art Resources page and using Netscape Composer, and  how to construct a page about a local artist. Each student created a page, included a graphic and set up a link back to the original page.

LEARNING EXPERIENCES
In chronological order including acquisition experiences and extending/refining 
experiences for all stated declarative and procedural knowledge.

Each experience could take 1-3 periods. 

Experience 1   The field trip to Madrid-Waddington Central School was the initiating activity which gave all the students a firm foundation. The Art Resources Page that Sandy Hildreth designed was extremely useful. The address for her page is included at the end of the unit. Experience 2   Upon returning to school, the students will duplicate the page that they deigned at Madrid-Waddington. Using the computers at Heuvelton Central School, the students had to overcome small differences which occur when using a Dell after being trained on a Mac. By duplicating the page, the students were prepared for the task and the small glitches which occurred during the use of a new system could be addressed by the teacher. Creating a duplicate page also allowed the students to review and refine what they did the day before. A print out was made of their work. 

Experience 3 The students viewed an ITV video (15 min) about Surrealism. A list of Surrealists (Dali, Miro, Rousseau, Magritte, de Chirico, Chagall) were given to the students. The task was to create a page similar to the local artists page.  The page must include the artist’s name, an example of artist’s work , credit line, and short biography. A print out was made of their work.  

Experience 4 The students viewed an ITV video (15 min) about Modern Mavericks.  A list of maverick painters (Klimt, Klee, Kokoshka, Roualt, Modigliani, Balla) were given to the students. This was an optional task for those who were accelerated. The students were asked to design another page using graphics and text. The page must include the artist’s name, an example of artist’s work, credit line, and short biography. A print out was made of their work. 

Experience 5 The students viewed an ITV video (15 min) about Impressionists.  A list of  Impressionists (Monet, Manet, Seurat, Cassatt, Renoir, Degas, Toulouse-Lautrec was given to the students. The students were asked to organize the work of four artists within tables and include links back to the original site. Instruction about inserting tables was reviewed. A print out was made of their work. 

Experience 6 Expressionism was a topic of their final assignment.  The students needed to generate their own list of artists and their own definition of expressionism. The task was designed to practice all the skills that they have learned to date, plus exercise their research skills. A print out was made of their work.

Experience 7 The students were paired up with students in Mrs. Lawrence’s fourth grade class. My students worked with the fourth graders on their Mill Project. My students helped them with their mill page. They assisted in research, graphic composition and organization. The fourth grade Mill Project pages are intended to be published on the www and linked to the St. Lawrence County Historical Society web page.

Experience 8 After the mentoring experience the students were given the topic of Pop Art to research on the www in the computer lab. As an extended task the students chose a Pop artist and completed a work of art back in the art room which reflected the style of the artist they chose. 

CULMINATING PERFORMANCE

My students were given a group of fourth grade students to work with.  The fourth graders were working on a Mill Project and they were paired with students in my studio class. My students helped the fourth graders to log onto the computer, create a page using Netscape Composer and adding graphics to enhance their page. My students also advised them on background color, font selection, size, and style.

 The teacher must act as ‘facilitator and coach’ to help the student at points of frustration or choice. In some cases, students may require more time or complete independent work outside of class. For special problems the school computer specialist may be called upon. The students’ IEP should be consulted and individual accommodations made as necessary 

UNIT SCHEDULE/TIME PLAN
Three and one-half weeks of instruction and practice. Each class is 42 minutes long.

This unit will take three and one half weeks to complete. Phase one will initially bring the student through six days of instruction. The seventh through fourteenth day will allow the student time to extend and refine their activities during the second phase. The remaining two to three days will allow time for the student to work with students from another class to help them design and a page using their own research in the third and culminating phase. The extended task brings the student back into the art room and allows for a creative solution to the unit.
