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LEARNING CONTEXT 

Purpose or Focus of Experience
Art, music and literature are important cultural aspects.  An appreciation of Hispanic art, music and literature allows a deeper understanding of the culture.  After completing this learning experience, students will be able to identify a variety of important Hispanic artists, musicians and writers and their works of art, music or literature. Students will be able to use Microsoft Publisher to create a poster, book jacket, brochure, business card or invitation to an event highlighting the individual and their works of art.  This learning experience will be completed in eight forty-minute periods in a Level III or IV Spanish class.  These eight class periods were not consecutive, our culture classes are held every Friday.

Essential Question
 What impact did this artist, writer or musician have in the world?

Content Knowledge: Declarative, Procedural
Declarative:

Students will identify the biographical information for the artist, writer or musician.

Students will recognize four facts about their work, period, music or style.

Procedural:

Students will be able to research biographical and historical information using library resources and the Internet.

Students will be able to use Microsoft Publisher to create a poster, book jacket, brochure, business card or invitation to an event.

Students will be able to write these facts and information in Spanish.

Students will be able to scan pictures.(Pre-requisite skill)

Students will be able to present their artist, writer or musician in Spanish using their poster, book jacket, brochure, business card or invitation to an event.

PROCEDURE
(Chronologically ordered description of all teacher & student activities and interactions.)
 Day 1

1. Students will be given a Hispanic artist, musician or writer.

2. Students will learn the process of selecting the most appropriate resources for their research through the Library Media Specialist using the Think Aloud Strategy.

Days 2-3

3. Students will investigate the life of an artist, musician or writer.

4. Students will discover why the person is famous.

5. Students will complete a graphic organizer, Inspiration 6,  to identify four biographical facts, four facts about the art, music or literature, two important dates regarding this person and four ideas for graphics or illustrations.

Day 4

6. Students will review the process of scanning pictures and inserting them into a document through the teacher using a think aloud strategy to review the process.

7. Students will learn the process of Microsoft Publisher through the teacher using a think aloud strategy and a given set of steps. 

Days 5-6

8. Students will create a product in Spanish highlighting their biographical information and their professional accomplishments.

Day 7

9. Students will present in Spanish their artist, writer or musician, using their visual, to their class. Students will complete an outline highlighting key aspects of oral presentation. (Biographical facts, time period, professional category)

Day 8

10. Students will reflect on the process, product and acquired knowledge.

INSTRUCTIONAL/ENVIRONMENTAL MODIFICATIONS

Unless the classroom is equipped with a bank of computers, students will need to use a computer lab or an alternate site to work on this assignment.

Because of the open-ended nature of this activity, students with learning disabilities could be assigned portions of this assignment or shortened tasks depending on their individual educational plan.

This learning experience will take eight forty minute periods.
